• The Big Creek Vista Point and the Julia Pfeiffer Burns Vista Point in on State Route 1 in 

Monterey County. 

• The La Selva Vista Point on State Route 1 in Santa Cruz County.  This location will remain 

closed 24/7 beginning Tuesday, Sept. 8 until all construction has been completed this fall.
