     Motorists headed southbound on Hwy. 1 may detour from Valley Road to Los Berros Road  

     to Hwy. 101 to Tefft Street to Division Street.  

 

     Motorists headed northbound on Hwy. 1 may detour from Division Street to Tefft Street to  

     Hwy. 101 to Los Berros Road to Valley Road.  All local roads in the area will remain open. 

 

     Motorist delays are not expected to exceed ten minutes.   The public will benefit from a 

     smoother ride and improved drainage when this project is completed in late February.
